The theoretical aspect of the genre of dystopia in contemporary Ukrainian literature was considered and analyzed in
the article. The leading concepts of utopia and dystopia in contemporary literature studies were briefly characterized. It
was noted that dystopia has such distinctive genre features as projection on the imagined society of those characteristics
of the author contemporary society that cause his greatest rejection, the location of the dystopian world at a distance —in
space or time; the description of negative qualities of the fictional society to shock or terrify. It was proved that the variable
features of the dystopian discourse can be presented by exclusion, static character, manipulation with history, collectivity
based on ideal of equality, suppression of identity and privacy, strict work ethics, rejection of any life enjoyment, typical city
planning, unifying, absolute government control over sexual and family relationship, secularized ersatz-religion, hostility to
the arts, propaganda, pseudo-democratic legitimization of power, a bizarre apparatus of sanctions, constant monitoring by
the secret police, terror, torture and the elimination of dissenters. Scientific study of the genre of dystopia was analyzed. It
should be pointed out that the genre continues to be debatable. Many concepts, which characterize the literary phenome-
non highlight the need of the development of the defined term.

Dystopia like utopia is proved to be a genre following historical and social development, illustrating technological
and intellectual progress in artistic form and its consequences that are unpredictable by science, but hypothetically
possible. Contemporary literary works, combining utopian and dystopian elements, create new genre variations, plots
and motives, determined by the realities of social and technical development of society.
