This paper presents an analytic overview of lingo-philosophical concept “possible world” and literary concept “fictional
world” in the context of modern philosophical and literary approaches. An attempt has been made to outline the points
of possible interaction between the two approaches in the process of reader’s interpretation of fiction. The objective
of the paper thus lies in disclosing the essence of the concept “possible world” (PW) as a mental way of modeling reality
or actual world (AW) through analytic generalization of the most capacious theories of analytic philosophy and philology
of the XX century (D. Lewis, S. Kripke, J. Hintikka, R. Ronen) in the context of presupposition for applying the theory
of possible worlds to literary discourse analysis of the text (narrative) (U. Eco, T. Pavel, L. Dolezel, M.-L. Ryan). By doing
so, this paper has a strong theoretical orientation, enriching the spectrum of research on modeling possible imaginary
worlds in the humanities.

Modern theory of possible worlds has a wide application in those spheres of knowledge, where the subject of study is
a human being. Literary studies make use of the possible world theory for the purposes of interpreting a fictional discourse
and modeling imaginary fictional world. Nonetheless, from the epistemic view, “fictional world” is not a synonym to a “possi-
ble world” due to the following reasons. First of all, “fictional world” generated by the subject has a mental structure, exists
in parallel to an actual (real world). Fictional character of literary works serves here good evidence on the way of creating
other worlds of illusions. From this position, fictional worlds represent alternative anthologies grouped around the real /actu-
alized objective world (this centralized model is developed in the works of |. Kant, G.Leibniz, J. Locke, G.Frege). Secondly,
seen as a universe of author’s possible non-actualized worlds (M.L. Ryan), where possible worlds of characters can also
be actualized, fictional world draws a borderline between the real and fictional. In real world such imaginary possible
worlds cannot be actualized (a decentralized model by M.L. Ryan). One of the advantages of the decentralized model lies
in its mediated reference to a real world which allows limiting of infinity of semiosis by the subjective space of the reader.
Perspectives of further investigation are seen in application of referential approach and semiotic analysis of the subjective
space of the narrative with the purpose of further modeling types of relations within the universe of possible worlds.
