The article analyzed the children’s stories of M. Kozoris in context of social-realistic stereotypes. The works of the writer
“Steppe” and “Father’s Assistant” have been analyzed, which trace the prophecy of the writer, the vision of him,
the contemporary and participant of events, the prospects that awaits these children readers. The artist, by his creative
work for children, defined the inherent features of children’s literature: cheerful optimism, subtle psychology, lyrical colour,
emotionality, which were forced to be marked by ideological colour.

The combination of realistic, romantic and modern vision of history, the role of a personality in it, only beginning to
form in this historical period, the idea of national spirituality through the lens of social-realistic stereotypes can be seen in
M. Kozoris’ works for children. The writer worked in the genre of realistic storytelling, focused on the dramatic portrayal
of reality, paying great attention to the psychology of characters. Despite the ideological engagement the artist of the word
experienced great tragedies of small souls.

The writer deeply penetrated and reproduced the relationship of the child and his inner world with the surrounding
reality, psychological experiences, problems of socialization and personality formation in the era of industrialization.
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Society in the stories of M. Kozoris is not an abstract category, but is created by a system of typical individual and group
images. The comparison system is “played out” by the writer through the narrator’s individual worldview, reproducing his
personal vision and understanding of the environment.

The picture of social existence appeared before the eyes of an eight-year-old Vasilko in the image of a steppe (“Steppe”).
Comparison of human features and external features of plants perform a pictorial-expressive function. Such comparisons
are figuratively condensed. Comparisons help to present landscape, portrait images, characteristics of characters, mental
states, etc. The gallery of images is created because of the special nature of children’s perception to endow plants with
the qualities of people.

The story “Father’s Assistant” as if details the “dark” side of social realistic construction and the state of working condi-
tions at the factory, which is very far from hymns and psalms, written by poets in their honour.

The works “Steppe”,” Father’s Assistant” confirm one of the characteristic features of impressionism. The narrator is
close to contemporary trends in European literature. The variable paintings of the world are transmitted through the inner
optics of heroes and are very limited by invisible commentary.

The following article studies poetry reading and poetry performance as literary process phenomena. Theoretical base
of the investigation are works by Anatolii Bakanurskyi, Cornelia Grabner, Marvin Carlson, Ruth Finnegan, Gaston Frans-
sen, Graham Furniss, Yaryna Shumska, William B. Worthen. Poetry readings and their functions in Ukrainian literary
process from the middle of XIX till the beginning of XXI century are being considered. Gaston Franssen’s observations
about the opposition of poetry performance (as almost the only form of ‘underground’ poetry existence) and poetry read-
ing (as a form of the ‘official’ poetry presentation) in the middle of XX century in the Netherlands are discovered to be
not applicable to Ukrainian context of the XX—XXI centuries due to the general orientation of Ukrainian literary process
the mentioned period on the publication of literary works either by an official publishing house or by oneself. The signif-
icant role of “samvydav” (self-published (handwritten or printed on the typewriter) book or magazine usually written by
the author or group of authors who were restricted to be published because of political or ideological reasons) in the wide
spreading of the banned literature in Soviet Ukraine is underlined. Poetry readings are detected to be a more common
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
