In the paper, the theory of post-postmodern novel has been discussed. | particular the ideas of American psychologist
D. Bakan based on the correlations between feminine (connectedness) and masculine (agency) have been spotlighted.
D. Bakan’s theoretical approaches have been outlined in the aspect that in the post-postmodern British novel there is no
differentiation of the narrative by these categories and their hybridization is inherent in the post-postmodern outlook.

The spectrum of philosophical issues in the post-postmodern novels of Great Britain (search for a new philosophy
of peaceful coexistence, preventing the negative experience of conflicts and apocalypses of the past, building a successful
society, going beyond physical laws and outlining the physical laws, etc.) have been explained. B. Shalahinov’s ideas on
the binomial pair “carnival-mystery” as a meta-genre phenomenon that determines the representation of thematic com-
plexes in different periods of literature has been confirmed.

The strategies for the actualization of the mysterious pattern in the paradigm of the British post-postmodern novel
have been defined; the forms of functioning of the mysterious pattern as a genre factor in the post-postmodernism have
been discussed.

It is emphasized that the British post-postmodern novel adopts a special narrative mode, in which the motive of tragic
experience of a character (protagonist or several characters) due to the rebellion, existential rethinking of values and expe-
riences of the past, which entails the formation of a new worldview, has an impact on the humanity. In this way, the post-
modern tendency to eliminate hierarchy and disaffection is denied in the discourse of post-postmodern characters who
being aware of the faults of rational technological progress seek to reach the level of eco-anthropocentric thinking (which
implies connectedness) to reach new kind of coexistence between the beings.

The article focuses on analyzing the concept of “last novel” by Japanese writer Oe Kenzaburo and defining its role
within the discourse of lateness. This discourse is based on the theoretical works of Theodore W. Adorno and Edward
W. Said, continued in the narrative and theoretical dimension by Oe Kenzaburo.

The last novel is represented as an eccentric and risky “performance”, which appeals to society and future generations,
a clarion and embodiment of artistic success and growth aimed at attracting attention to the artist’s ideas. The appliance
of the technique of “correcting” and “destroying” previously known images and characters by the audience is a powerful
influence and can be used only once to change the perspective of the perception of aesthetic landscape of the world
and “ripening” artistic craftsmanship.

Such work can be complete or incomplete, which makes it open to compose multiple narratives with the participation
of the reader or any other collaborator. In this way, the writer leaves the text open for discussion and transformation instead
of representation only his and one point of view.

An analysis of the concept proves Oe’s intention to cross the line between his own and collective experience, changing
the genre of the novel so that it can create a new narrative strategy and work composition.
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
