The article develops a method of teaching students majoring in “Finance, Banking and Insurance” English banking
terminology based on the use of TED Talks video lectures. Emphasis is placed on their usefulness for future professionals
in the field of finance to improve speaking skills, as well as for foreign language teachers in preparing for practical classes.
The following article is based on educational and methodical materials, as well as scientific researches of domestic and for-
eign scientists and personal teaching experience of the author of the article. A system of exercises has been developed on
the basis of one of the TED Talks lectures, namely “How to rob a bank (from the inside, that is)”. Specific range of exercises
has been proposed and substantiated to use at each stage of English for professional purposes classes, namely, pre-
demonstration, demonstration and post-demonstration, including: 1) questions for discussion on the topic of the lesson,
which are aimed at increasing students’ interest in the topic of the lesson, drawing their attention to new lexicon, intensify-
ing their speech activity; 2) active vocabulary — study of keywords and concepts used in the video provided for viewing;
3) tasks such as: filling in gaps in texts and sentences; replacement of words and phrases with appropriate synonymous
terms; description of the meaning of a new word with the help of already known words, etc. Summing up the above mate-
rial, we can draw the following conclusion: TED Talks videos have significant potential for tackling educational problems;
while possessing great informativeness of the material, they create an atmosphere of real language communication. The
list of available TED Talks videos has been presented, which can be successfully used in the process of teaching students
majoring in “Finance, Banking and Insurance” a foreign language for professional purposes.
