The article is dedicated to the study of the structure of the conceptual field GENIUS in the worldview of the Eng-
lish-speaking society. The hypothesis underlying this thesis is that the English conceptual field GENIUS consists of
three segments connected by a cyclic relationship. Each of these segments is denoted by a corresponding nuclear con-
cept: GENIUS as a phenomenon, GENIUS as a person, and A WORK OF GENIUS as a product of the activity of a
genius. The ontological cycle consists of the following three parts: 1) a person endowed with 2) the gift of genius creates
3) a masterpiece that is recognized as a work of genius (in art or science), and this gives its creator the status of a genius.
Each of these links is conceptualized in the corresponding nuclear concept, which together form a single conceptual field
GENIUS. It is the object of the performed research, within which the scientific and naive interpretation of the phenomena
of genius, a genius, and a work of genius were differentiated. A comparison of two types (scientific and naive) of the con-
cepts GENIUS, A GENIUS and A WORK OF GENIUS showed the following. Both types are structured according to the
core-peripheral principle, but the components of this structure are not balanced in each type. The core components of the
structure of nuclear concepts are almost identical in both versions of the worldview, which indicates the stability and uni-
versality of the key characteristics of the phenomenon of genius, as interpreted by representatives of the English-speaking
society, regardless of their professional affiliation. At the same time, the naive picture of the world is distinguished by the
presence of a wider periphery in the structure of all three concepts. According to our observations, the reason for this lies
in the large number of evaluative conceptual features, which, moreover, are often presented in the form of opposite pairs,
that is, they contain signs that are opposite in content. The relatively small number of peripheral features in all nuclear
concepts in the scientific picture of the world is explained by the fact that the academic discourse actively operates on the
core, fundamental features of the content structure of the given concepts, thinking about which scientists rarely refer to
subjective, secondary, evaluative characteristics.

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In connection with the terrible Russian aggression against peaceful Ukraine and the Russian-Ukrainian war
(2022-2023), the Ukrainian scientific community faced the problem of a comprehensive study of the concept of freedom.
There is a considerable number of philosophical works devoted to this issue, but there are almost no philological studies
of this phenomenon. The Russian-Ukrainian war really became an “apocalypse” for the peaceful Ukrainian people, who
courageously defend the independence and subjectivity of the Ukrainian state. The Russian military aggression of the
Russian terrorist country is a war between the forces of evil (Russian occupiers) and the forces of good (valiant warriors
of light — Armed Forces of Ukraine) for the freedom to remain in independent Ukraine.

The problem of freedom is especially acute for student youth. Because students are the future of Ukraine. It depends
on them, as future specialists, whether Ukraine will be a free and European state. Therefore, we consider the study of the
actualization of the concept of freedom among students to be extremely relevant and something that has not yet been
investigated in modern philology.

The aim of the article is to research the actualization of the concept of freedom based on the material of a survey of
students of Nizhyn Mykola Gogol State University in 2019 and modeling the cognitive structure of this concept.

The object of the research is the concept of freedom as cognitive structure and universals of human thought.

Subject of research are lexical units that represent concept of freedom on the material of answers of students of Nizhyn
Mykola Gogol State University.

This paper reports the results of a brief questionnaire “what is freedom?” in groups of 82 students of Nizhyn Mykola
Gogol State University. The aim of this research is to study how to implement the concept of freedom on the material
of answers of Gogol University's students and modeling cognitive structure of the analyzed concept of freedom.

This study shows that the students of Nizhyn Mykola Gogol State University are very free-spirited people, for whom
freedom is primarily independence and freethinking, as well as the opportunity to do what the soul desires.
