The article is devoted to the study of the historical development of the semantics of the nomination genius in the English
language. General explanatory dictionaries of the English language, specialized dictionaries and encyclopedias served
as research material. The etymological reference indicates that genius comes from the Proto-Indo-European root *gene —
to give life, to give birth with the derived meaning of reproduction. The development of the semantics of the nomination
genius in the English language is an interesting process that took place over many centuries. The word genius comes
from the Latin word meaning "divine spirit" or "patron”. In ancient Rome, genius referred to a spirit or deity that protected
and supported a person. In medieval English, the term genius was used to refer to a person's endowment or talent. It was
associated with the idea of an innate ability or genius that was gifted to man by the divine spirit. For example, genius can
be used to describe a talented artist, poet, or musician. In modern English, the semantics of genius has been expanded.
It includes not only giftedness or talent, but also intellectual power, creative potential. Genius can be used to describe a
person who exhibits a high level of ability and achieves outstanding results in their field. However, it is worth noting that the
semantics of this nominative unit can also vary depending on the context. For example, genius can be used to describe
a creative invention or an idea that is unusual and outstanding. Consequently, the development of the semantics of the
nomination genius in the English language took place from the irrational meaning of patronage and endowment to a wider
range of meanings. We see the perspective of the work in the possibility of further studies of the linguistic aspect of the
phenomenon of genius in the paradigm of linguistic personology, contrastive linguistics, psycholinguistics, etc.
