The article focuses on the study of the phenomenon of child and adolescent aggression in fiction in the aspect of
comparative historical research. The author assumes that the comprehension of the nature of evil, the phenomenon of
childhood, and the causes of child aggression has changed over time. The discovery of children's themes in art began in
the 13th century. From that time on, the child has appeared on the painting canvases, although it has been depicted as
a “reduced adult”. For centuries, childhood has been considered a period of life that passes quickly and has no special
meaning. Overcoming indifference to childhood began in the 18th century when the concept of rational education of chil-
dren based on strict discipline was formed. And only in the 19th century, the concept of childhood as a special and most
important period in a person's life was confirmed. During this period, psychology began to look for answers to the questions
not only regarding teaching and raising children but also about understanding them. The paradigm shift in the concept of
childhood is associated with the awareness of the specifics of the child's mind, namely the presence of ambivalence, a
tendency to paradoxes and contradictions, overcoming which the child actually grows up. The appearance of the visions
of “angry children” and the phenomenon of child and adolescent aggression in realistic fiction is conditioned by the aware-
ness of these specifics. The author emphasizes that it should not be regarded as a radical change in the modernist litera-
ture concepts of childhood and the nature of child and adolescent aggression but as a deepening of the discoveries made
in the 19th century. For a long time, the child has been dominantly treated in culture as an “absolutely beautiful” adult, and
the new childhood concept contains the idea that a child is present inside every adult. Relationships between people in
the family and society largely depend on the degree of this presence and its outward manifestations. The phenomena of
“angry children” and “adults as angry children” were first strongly highlighted in the works of Dostoevsky. Literature of the
20th century enriched their understanding with new nuances. The author traces this, comparing the works of the classical
writer with The Mothers novel by the modern Bulgarian writer Teodora Dimova.
