The article analyzes the specifics and polyfunctionality of one's/someone else's space in Valery Shevchuk's philosoph-
ical novel “The Ghost of a Dead House”. Valery Shevchuk's work is iconic for Ukrainian literature. His works are marked by
deep psychologism, philosophising, extraordinary worldview. Space and time are integral components of the plot canvas
of an artistic text. In this duality, time comes first, space second. In the quintet novel, the core of the plot-compositional
organization is the image of the house, at least in the first part of the mosaic work. In other chapters of the book, the image
of the house somehow interacts with the main characters. The way a character feels in space largely determines his life,
meanings, etc. The study of the opposition pair own\alien space is important for understanding both the psychological
portrait of the characters and for specifying the philosophical ideas of the writer, for whom the concept of memory, which
combines the past, present and future, is important. In the first part of the work, the recipient gets acquainted with such a
house that represents memory. Through the retrospective view of the narrator, the life of the inhabitants of this house is
gradually outlined before the reader, which the author endows with the features of a living being. On the one hand, this
house is “theirs” for all residents, whose lives consist mainly of household problems, like most people. On the other hand,
looking more closely at each resident thanks to the author's skillful descriptions, the reader understands that everyone's
"own" house is only the exterior, in fact, each apartment has its own philosophy of life, moral and ethical principles or their
absence.

The article considers Ukrainian medieval teachings as a separate genre, which is characterized by the explication,
development and interpretation of such leading concepts as "virtue", "vice", "punishment". The currently known teachings
of Feodosius Pecherskyi, George Zarubskyi, Serapion Volodymyrskyi, Volodymyr Monomakh, and Luka Zhidyata are
included in the analysis. As the research shows, each of the stated concepts includes certain moral-ethical and spiritual-re-
ligious concepts that characterize the behavior and actions of people: a) virtues — faith, hope, love, honesty, humility, etc.;
b) vices — greed, envy, arrogance, frivolity, laziness, frivolity, etc.; c) God's punishment (for sins) — death, famine, war,
drought, locust invasion, etc. It is characteristic that the didactic and educational pathos of teaching is formed thanks to
the appeal to the Holy Scriptures, namely: the ten commandments of God, received by Moses during the revelation of
God on Mount Sinai; The Sermon on the Mount of Jesus Christ, which consists of teachings. The source of the concepts
of "vice" and "punishment" in teachings is the Revelation of St. John the Theologian, which contains eschatological motifs
(descriptions of the punishments of sinners). Among the sins, medieval writers refer to bowing to archaic beliefs, which
testifies to the struggle between Christianity and paganism in Russia. The article concludes that the teaching genre is
characterized by a didactic and educational instruction, which is implemented through the medieval author's understanding
of the concepts "virtue", "vice", "punishment”. According to the Christian tradition, the concept of "virtue" functions in two
modifications: God's and moral. God's virtues include faith, hope, and love. Moral Christian virtues are humility, obedience,
meekness, humility, purity, generosity, etc. The concept of "vices" in the teachings is expressed thanks to moral defects
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
