The article explores the phenomenon of learner autonomy in foreign language education, which has become a key
concept in contemporary pedagogy and language teaching methodology. The paper analyzes the theoretical foundations
of autonomy (philosophical, psychological, and pedagogical) as well as practical approaches to its implementation. It is
emphasized that autonomy is based on students’ acceptance of responsibility for the learning process, the active use of
the target language in authentic communication, the development of self-reflection skills, and the application of effective
learning strategies. Special attention is given to the characteristics of autonomous learners: critical thinking, the ability
to set goals independently, to choose methods of learning, and to conduct self-assessment. Autonomy is not regarded
as an innate quality but as a competence gradually developed through practice, awareness, and a supportive learning
environment. The article highlights that the development of autonomy may vary across cultural contexts, since traditional
education systems sometimes foster dependence on teachers. The study outlines practical ways to foster autonomy in
English language learning: teaching cognitive, metacognitive, social, and affective learning strategies; using cooperative
learning; keeping diaries and self-reports; creating learner portfolios; and actively involving students in decision-making
processes. A significant role is assigned to the teacher, who functions as a facilitator, consultant, and partner. It is stressed
that teachers cannot “teach autonomy” directly but can create favourable conditions in which it will naturally develop. The
conclusion emphasizes that autonomy is not only an educational requirement but also an essential competence of a mod-
ern individual, ensuring effective and lifelong learning. It bridges classroom language learning with real-life communication,
enhances intrinsic motivation, and strengthens self-organization skills. Thus, autonomy is presented as a multidimensional
concept that requires redefined roles of both learners and teachers, along with innovative pedagogical strategies aimed at
fostering responsibility, independence, and active engagement in the learning process.
