The article provides a comprehensive analysis of the concept of freedom in the political and artistic discourse of the
USA, taking into account its cultural, linguistic and cognitive features. The concept of freedom is considered as one of the
basic axiological concepts of American linguistic culture, which was formed under the influence of historical, socio-political
and ideological factors, starting from the period of the War for Independence and up to modern globalization processes.
The study traces the evolution of the semantics of the concept of freedom, its conceptual structure and symbolic content in
various types of discourse. Particular attention is paid to the political discourse of the USA, in which freedom functions as a
key rhetorical tool for legitimizing power, mobilizing citizens and forming national identity. The linguistic means of verbaliz-
ing the concept in presidential speeches, program documents and public speeches of political leaders are analyzed, where
freedom is represented in connection with such concepts as democracy, rights, security, responsibility. It is shown that in
political discourse the concept often acquires an ideologically marked character and is used for strategic communicative
purposes. In the artistic discourse of the USA the concept of freedom is analyzed through the prism of individual experi-
ence, existential choice and social restrictions. It is revealed that in artistic texts it acquires a multidimensional, sometimes
ambivalent content, associated with the themes of personal autonomy, racial and gender equality, freedom of speech and
inner freedom of the individual. A comparative analysis of political and artistic discourses allows us to identify common and
distinctive conceptual features of freedom, as well as the specifics of its linguistic representation. The results of the study
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show that the concept of freedom in the discursive space of the USA is a dynamic entity, capable of adapting to changes
in the social context, while maintaining the status of one of the fundamental elements of the American cultural picture of
the world. The conclusions obtained can be used in further linguo-cultural, cognitive-discursive and translation studies, as
well as in teaching courses on intercultural communication and discourse analysis.
