The article analyzes the influence of the ancient Indian intellectual tradition on the artistic practice and literary-critical
views of T. S. Eliot. The relevance of the study stems from the need to re-evaluate Eastern elements in modernist poetics
not as mere exotic borrowings, but as fundamental components of the author’s metaphysical system. Particular attention
is paid to the reception of Vedic thought, the metaphysics of the Upanishads, the Bhagavad Gita, and Patanjali’'s Yoga
Sutras.

The study traces the genesis of the poet’s academic interest in Sanskrit and Pali during his studies at Harvard Univer-
sity (1911-1914). It is argued that this experience was decisive in shaping his theory of depersonalization and the concept
of the «objective correlativex. The article contends that Eliot’s «escape from personality» correlates with the Indian concept
of the «Witness-Self» (Sakshi), while his intellectual detachment aligns with the state of spiritual equanimity (Sthitaprajna).

The image of the «still point» in Four Quartets is examined in detail as a center for transcending binary oppositions:
time and eternity, movement and stillness, the subjective and the transpersonal. A novel approach is the analysis of this
image through the principles of classical Indian Odissi dance, where the statics of a pose is achieved through internal
dynamic equilibrium, serving as a metaphor for Eliot's «"dynamic stillness».

The article also highlights the reverse influence: the reception of Eliot’'s work in 20th-century Indian literatures (Kan-
nada, Marathi, Odia), where his poetics acted as a catalyst for modernization. It is concluded that Eliot’s engagement
with Indian heritage was conceptual in nature, serving as a cornerstone of his aesthetic system that synthesizes Western
rationalism with Far Eastern metaphysics.
