The article is devoted to the differences in speech behavior of modern men and women. Men and women behave
differently during the conversation, use language differently during the debate. This makes it possible to speak about
the different speech styles of men and women. Style means a complex of linguistic features — phonetic, rhythmic, into-
national, morphological, syntactic, lexical, which are associated with male or female speech behavior. Women can talk
faster or slower, more or less than men. It is often the case that cultural norms embedded in the subconscious of members
of the society can not coincide with actual practice, it means that, it is not so important whether such differences in the lan-
guage of men and women exist in a particular society; more important, in this society, is the belief that men and women
communicate differently. Speakers of the Ukrainian language, in particular, may say that women speak more and faster
than men, but this will not necessarily provide statistical confirmation. The term “gender” was examined in the article
minutely and analyzed in detail the factors, causes and social roots of differences in speech behavior of modern men
and women. The results of the research showed that English-speaking women are more likely to ask questions, maintain
dialogue, express their solidarity with the interlocutor. Women avoid open rivalry in dialogue at the speech level; they wait
for signs of approval and support in the form of nods or exclamations. Men, on the contrary, often interrupt the interlocutor,
tend to disagree with the partner, can ignore the collocutor. Men also control the topic of conversation more rigidly, they
tend to express their own point of view.
