The article focuses on the concepts of archetype and archetypal image with reference to the concept DETECTIVE in
the classic English detective fiction. It is proven that the characters of detective genre can be interpreted from the perspec-
tive of mythological archetypal models. The archetypal conceptual implications related to the artistic image of the detective
are analyzed, the archetypal features of the concept DETECTIVE in classic detective fiction are identified. The correlation
between the concept DETECTIVE and cultural archetypes of Hero and Wise Old Man/Woman is revealed. The peculiari-
ties of the realization of these archetypes in detective fiction are defined.
